« If, after an hour, the relative air pressure
is more than 2hPa higher than the value
measured first, then a positive course is
displayed (arrow pointing upwards).

» If, after an hour, the relative air pressure
is more than 2hPa lower than the value
measured first, then a negative course is
displayed (arrow pointing downwards).

« If the relative air pressure does not change
within an hour, then the upward or downward
pointing arrow becomes a horizontal arrow.
The measured relative air pressure is then
taken as the neutral value form which further
prognoses made.

Temperature alert setting

« Press and hold down the "ALERT” button for
2 seconds until the icon for the Temperature
Alert” starts to flash

* The icon of Upper limit of the Temperature
alarm starts to flash. Use the “UP” and
“DOWN?” buttons to set the required
maximum temperature.

* The icon of the Lower limit of the Temperature
alarm starts to flash.

*  When Temperature Alert is On alert : the
temperature alarm starts to flash. there are
3 beep sounds per second, the alarm will
sound for 1 minutes if you do not deactivate it
by pressing any button.

Radio connection to outdoor sensor:

Insert the 2 batteries in to the transmitter. Pay

attention to observe the correct polarity. One

sensor is suplied with your receiver. By default ,

this sensor is the channel 1, Select the channel

2 or 3 thanks to the “CH” knobs at the back of

the sensor.

* Press the “CH” button to select a channel (1
to 3). This gives you the option of polling 3
outdoor sensors with 1 weather station.

* Press and hold down the “CH” button for 2
seconds to search for outdoor sensors (to
erase the current data inside the RC clock).

Relative air pressure history
