Air purifier operation
1.Energization

Connect the air purifier to the electric mains inserting the power cord plug
into the wall socket. The appliance will give an audible alarm; illumination of
the control buttons and air quality indicator will alternately flash on the
control panel; then press button.The air purifier will start working and
illumination of this button will light.

2.Fanrotation speed selection

Press & button several times to select the following rotation speeds of the
fan:low speed ( ® indicator), medium speed ( ® ® indicator), and high speed
(both ® and @ @ indicators). After selection of rotation speed, illumination
of this button and appropriate indicator will light.

3. Air ality sensor

Press & button and the sensor will identify air quality after a while. Till this
moment, the air quality indicator (1) (Fig.1) may light red. After that, if air in
theroomis pure or close to pure, the indicator will light green or blue. If air is
greatly contaminated, the indicator will light red. If air is contaminated, but
not greatly, the indicator will light violet. In this mode, the appliance
automatically regulates rotation speed of the fan and, correspondingly, air
capacity.

If airis pure (green or blue indicator), the appliance will switch off or work at
low rotation speed of the fan. If airis contaminated, but not greatly (violet
indicator), the appliance will work at low or medium rotation speed of the
fan. If airis greatly contaminated (red indicator), the appliance will work at
high rotation speed of the fan.

4. Ultravioletlamp

To switch the ultraviolet lamp on, press (&%) button. The illumination of this
button will light up.

To switch the ultraviolet lamp off, again press button. The illumination of
this button will extinguish.

5. Airionization

When the air purifier is switched on/off, the air ionizer is activated
automatically.

6. Filter life timer

Upon expiration offilter life, illumination of button on the control panel
will light and the air purifier will stop working in a week. In this case, itis
necessary to replace thefilters. After replacement of the filters, press and
hold button for 5 seconds. The timer will be reset and the appliance will
start working.

NOTE:

1.Thefilter life timer is not reset upon disconnection of the appliance from
the electricmains.

2.Thefilter life timer is not reset upon removal of the filters from the
appliance.

3.Thefilters can be replaced before expiration of their service life. To reset
the timer in this case, press and hold button for 5 seconds.

8.AIRPURIFICATION SYSTEM

Theair purification system includes: air ionizer, ultraviolet lamp, HEPA filter,
carbon filter,and PH3 photocatalyticfilter (2in 1) (refer to Fig. 5).

1.Theionizer generates negatively charged ions (anions) and refreshes air in
the room. Anions strengthen the nervous and blood-vascular system,
improve activity of the lungs and serve as effective protection against
respiratory diseases (such as asthma and pneumonia). Anions purify air from
dustand smoke.

2.The ultraviolet lamp decomposes harmful microorganisms on the filter
(bacteria, viruses, and fungus spores) to simple compounds destructing
them.

3.The HEPA filter (High Efficiency Particulate Air filter) purifies air from dust
particles, pollen, and other allergens up to 0.3 pmin size by 99.95%.

4.Carbon filter and PH3 photocatalytic filter. The carbon filter eliminates
tobacco smoke, collects harmful gases (for example, carbon monoxide, as
well as formaldehydes*) and purifies air from other unacceptable odors and
chemical compounds. The photocatalytic filter effectively eliminates
harmful organic and inorganic contaminants, bacteria, viruses, and fungus
spores.

The photocatalytic filter does not accumulate contaminants, but
decomposes them to harmless substances. Its maximum effectiveness is
achieved via joint operation with the ultraviolet lamp, which participates in
the photocatalysis process.

Under action of ultraviolet rays, harmful organic and inorganic components
are oxidized to carbon dioxide and water

(depending on air contamination degree and appliance use periodicity).

*Formaldehyde is a colorless gaseous substance with pungent odor. Itis used in
many consumer goods (including plastics, adhesives, MDF base of laminated
flooring, furniture out of chip boards / MDF using formaldehyde resins in
production).
