These Instructions for Use are intended for
informing the users about the principles of operation
and use of UNIX 1100 Half Mask (hereinafter referred
to as the Half Mask). Carefully read these instructions
and strictly follow the rules of operation.

PERFORMANCE

The half mask is used as a face part for personal
respiratory protection (RPE), in order to reduce the
risk of human exposure to harmful factors. The half
mask is designed to supply purified air to the human
respiratory system.

The half mask is used together with UNIX 500 gas
filters, or UNIX 500 gas filters with removable particle
filters UNIX, or particle filters UNIX 203 P3 R D, or
particle filters UNIX 303 P3 R D, or particle filters
UNIX 213 P3 R D, or particle filters UNIX 223 P3 R D.

Filters are connected to the half mask with a
special bayonet-type connection.
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ATTENTION!

The reduction ratio of gases, vapors and aerosols
with filters is 50.

The half mask is efficient in all climatic regions at
temperature from minus 40 °C to plus 40 °C.

It is prohibited to use a half mask in conditions
of possible lack of oxygen in the air (for example,
in tanks, wells, cisterns, etc. and isolated rooms
of this type), with unknown composition and
concentrations of harmful substances, as well as for
protection against low-boiling poorly sorbed organic
substances (methane, ethane, butane, ethylene,
acetylene, etc).

Do not use defective half masks.

Itis prohibited to put on and put off the half mask
in explosive atmosphere.

Half masks are not allowed to be used by people
with beards, sideburns that prevent the half mask
from tight fit to face, which can lead to penetration of
harmful substances under the half mask along on the
line of obturation (line of fit of the half mask to face).

Half mask complies with the requirements
of Technical Regulations of the Customs Union
TR TS 019/2011 “On the safety of personal protective
equipment”.

Initial resistance of the half mask at exhale to
constant air flow at a flow rate of 160 dm3/ min is not
more than 196.0 Pa (20.0 mm water. column).

Initial resistance of the half mask at inhale to
constant air flow at a flow rate of 160 dm*/ min is not
more than 127.5 Pa (13.0 mm water column).

Resistance of the half mask at inhale to a constant
air flow at a flow rate of 30 dm?/ min is not more than
29.5 Pa (3.0 mm water column).
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Half mask weight is not more than - 136 g.

The half mask is made of three sizes: 1, 2 and
3 sizes.

The half mask is delivered packed in a box.

HALF MASK AND ITS COMPOSITE PARTS

General view and device of the half mask - see
Figure 1.

Half mask consists of a half mask body (1) made
of silicone. Inner frame (2) is mounted in the central
and in two lateral openings of the half mask body,
with a valve saddle with exhalation valve petal (4)
and two valve saddles with inhalation valve petals (5)
respectively. In the chin part of the half mask there is
a hole for removing moisture.

On the central protrusion of the inner frame (2) a
protective screen is mounted (3). Two elastic braids of

the headband (9) rigidly attached to the upper legs of
the protective screen with the ends passing through
the buckles of the headband (7) are mounted on the
headband (6). Two elastic neckbands (10) are rigidly
attached to the lower legs of the protective screen,
the ends of which pass through the neck buckles (8).

Headband and neckband braid are used to
secure the half mask on the user’s head. Headband
buckles provide quick adjustment of the length of
the headband to fit the half mask on the user’s face.
The neck braid provides the possibility of wearing the
removed half mask on the neck. Neck buckles provide
quick connection and adjustment on the user's neck.

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MARKING

Marking of the half mask

The size of the half mask is applied in the nose
part of the half mask body in the form of a print from
the mold.

In the area of the exhalation valve saddle, the half
mask has a date of expiration of the half mask in the
form of code “XX / XX" indicating month and year, and
batch number.

A hard-to-remove label placed on the inner
surface of the headband contains the following:
“NMuktorpammy  «licTeyeHne Ccpoka TFOAHOCTU» U
HOMEp MapTUKW CMOTPUTE C BHYTPEHHEN CTOPOHbI
nonymackn” and “Pictogram “Shelf life” and batch
number see on the inner side of a half mask”.

CHECK BEFORE USE

Before getting a half mask, the most suitable size
of the half mask shall be selected from the three
available sizes (1, 2 or 3). The choice of the size of
a half mask is carried out by directly fitting the half
mask to the face and the half mask is considered to
be properly selected, if the half mask fits well to the
face along the entire length of the obturation. Before
usage, remove the half mask from the box and study
the instructions fir use.
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Half mask shall be checked by visual inspection of
the following indicators:

- integrity of the half mask body (absence of
punctures, tears) by stretching and inspecting it;

- Integrity of the exhalation valve saddle;

- presence and quality of the petals of the
inhalation and exhalation valves - they shall not be
torn and deformed, the edges of the petals of the
exhalation valve shall fit snugly to the saddle;

- condition of the headband (integrity, the
presence of buckles) and neck braid with buckles;

In case of defects, it is necessary to replace the
half mask with a new one and check it as indicated
above.

COMMISSION TO OPERATION

Assemble the half mask with filters in a clean area
as follows:

- blow through the nodes of inspiration and
exhalation on a half mask;

- connect two filters to the half mask, for what the
bayonet holes of the filter housing are aligned with
the bayonet protrusion of the half mask, and turn the
filters clockwise until it stops.

Information on the purpose and use of filters is
given in the manuals for each type of filter:
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- gas filters UNIX 500 (RE 2568-596-05795731-2013);

- particle filters UNIX (RE 2568-664-05795731-2014);

- particle filter UNIX 203 P3 R

OPERATION OF HALF MASK

A Half Mask with filters shall be put on as follows:

- put on the neck braid by fastening quick neck
buckles;

- put on the head harness and the Half Mask
simultaneously (the chin shall be inside the Half Mask);

- adjust the Half Mask on the face and pull the
ends of the lateral laces down to achieve tight fitting
of the Half Mask;

- pull the neck braid ends to achieve comfortable
position of the Half Mask on the face.

In the process of putting on the Half Mask you
shall avoid twisting of laces and strong pressure of
the Half Mask on the face. The Half Mask shall be tight
on the face but it shall not put too much pressure. If

you feel any pain, you shall loosen elastic braids; to
do that, you need to push the inner face of the buckle
tongues from inside.

When you turn or incline your head, the tight fit
of the Half Mask along the obturation line shall be
maintained.

To check for correct wearing of the Half Mask, its
assembling with filters, and operability, please do the
following:

- put on the Half Mask;

- close the exit (central) hole in the exhalation
valve seat with a hand and exhale a little bit.

If the Half Mask slightly inflates and there are no
leaks along the obturation line and filter connection,
it means that the Half Mask is in good condition, it is
worn correctly, and the Half Mask is tightly assembled
with filters.

If air leak is observed, that means that either the
Half Mask is not tight, or the Half Mask connection
with filters is not tight.

In such case, first, you shall check the Half Mask
for tightness. To do that you shall do the following:

- disconnect filters from the Half Mask;

- close the inhalation valve seat holes and
bayonets on the lateral surface of the Half Mask by
hands;
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- try to do 3-4 deep breathes.

If it is not possible to breath, it means that the
Half Mask is in good condition, but the connection of
the Half Mask and filters was not tight. In such case,
you have to check the connection for damage; if there
is no damage, connect filters again to the Half Mask
and repeat checking as described above.

SERVICE RULES

After operation it is recommended to clean the
half mask if it is dirty. To do this, disconnect the filters
from the half mask. Wash the half mask in warm water
and soap, rinse it and dry at room temperature. If
necessary, before washing, you can disassemble the
half mask: you remove the protective screen with
headband and neck braid. Next, wash the parts of
the half mask in warm water and soap, rinse them in
clean water and dry at room temperature.

To remove the protective screen, you need to
press the bayonet lugs of the inhalation valves with
the fingers of one hand, bring them together towards
each other, and pull the lower leg of the protective
screen with your other hand (see Figure 2).

If necessary, the petals of the inhalation valve can
be removed from the saddle for cleaning followed by
installing them back, and for that you shall insert the
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petal of the inhalation valve into the central hole in
the saddle of the inhalation valve and pull the stem
of the inspiratory valve petal from the opposite side
until fastening. In case of the inspiratory valve petal
damage, replace it with original spare parts produced
by the manufacturer.

After this, it is necessary to assemble the half
mask, paying attention to the installation of the
protective screen. The protective screen shall snap
into place when installed on the inner frame and take
an even position without distortions.

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LIFETIME

Warranty period of storage of half masks in the
packaging of the organization-manufacturer - 5.5
years from the date of manufacture.

During operation, the half mask assembled
with filters when the smell of a harmful substance
(foreign smell) first appears under the half mask, or if
breathing is difficult, you must immediately leave the
gas zone and replace both filters.

TRANSPORTATION

Boxes with half masks are transported by all
modes of transport in covered vehicles in accordance
with the rules for the transport of goods applicable to
this type of transport.

During loading and unloading operations it is
prohibited to subject boxes with half masks to bumps
and shots.

Boxes with half masks shall not be subjected to
shock loads, the effects of aggressive and harmful
substances, groundwater.

STORAGE

Boxes containing the Half Masks shall be stored
in manufacturer packaging at warehouses on pallets
in stacks, six boxes from top to bottom in each stack
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maximum at air temperature ranging from 50 °C
below zero to 50 °C above zero and humidity not
more than 98 %. The distance between stacks shall
be at least 0.8 m, the distance from heating devices
shall be at least 1 m.

Warranty period of storage of half masks in the
packaging of the manufacturer - 5.5 years from the
date of manufacture. The expiration date is indicated
on the inside of the body of the half mask.

When you use the Half Masks, it is prohibited to
store them near heating system or heating devices.

After storage at air temperature below 0 °C,
the Half Masks shall be kept at least 24 h at air
temperature of (20+5) °C before use.
