Allow to soak in the wood for a few minutes. Remove excess with a lint-free cloth. Leave to dry for
24 hours (in sunny, warm and windy weather, the interlayer drying time can be significantly
reduced - up to 6 hours).

= Dust from the surface of the wood after grinding should be thoroughly removed (use an industrial
vacuum cleaner).

= Do not use an abrasive that is too small, namely, No. 500 and smaller, this can lead to a very fine
abrasive dust creating a vulcanized layer on the surface through which the oil does not penetrate the
wood.

= For sure (guaranteed) protection, the total number of layers of oil with solid GAPPA wax should
be at least three.
