This instruction manual describes different types of this
device. The device you purchased may differ slightly from the description in the manual, which
does not affect the methods of use and operation. The manufacturer reserves the right to make
minor changes to the device without additional notice which is not fundamentally affect its safety,
performance and functionality. There may be some misprints in text and digital notations in the
present manual.

Important safeguards and descriptions contained in this manual do not include all possible
situations that you may experience using the device. The manufacturer is not responsible for
damage of the appliance or its parts during transportation, as a result of incorrect installation or
voltage fluctuations, as well as when any part of the appliance has been changed or modified.

To avoid burns,
do not touch hot surfaces of the appliance with your hands and other parts of the body.
Air curtain should be located away from flammable and easily deformed objects.
ATTENTION! DO NOT COVER THE DEVICE while it is operating. Do not dry clothes
or any other fabrics and materials on it. This can lead to overheating, failure, or
significant damage to you and / or your property.

Do not operate the curtain if there is sparking, visible cable damage, repeated
activation of the emergency shutdown device, and also after malfunctions, falling or any
damage to the device.

Children must be supervised to prevent playing with the appliance.

Do not attempt to repair the device or change its parts by yourself. To repair the
product, contact an authorized service center.

If the power cord or plug is damaged, to avoid danger, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, authorized service center, or similar qualified personnel.

Make sure that the power cord does not touch sharp edges or hot surfaces.

If the device was at a temperature below 0°C for some time, it must be kept at room
temperature for at least 2 hours before turning it on.

3. APPOINTMENT OF THE DEVICE

The electric air curtain is designed to protect the premises from the penetration of cold outside
air, to reduce heat loss inside the room, to maintain a comfortable temperature in installation
zone of the curtain. Also, with the heating elements turned off, it can be used in summer to
protect the air-conditioned room from penetrating warm outside air, dust, smoke, insects, etc.

The curtain is designed for operation in closed rooms with an air temperature from -10°C to +
40°C, with a relative humidity of not more than 93%, in conditions that exclude water drops,
splashes and precipitation (climatic execution YXJ1 3.1 in accordance with TOCT 15150).

The principle of operation of the thermal curtain

The air curtain has the body (1) made of sheet steel coated with a high-quality polymer coating,
finned tubular heating element and fan unit. Fans take air through the perforated grille (2), after
which the air flow, passing through the heating elements, heats up and is sent at high speed
through the air outlet grille (3) from top to bottom, creating a powerful air flow.

7. INSTALLATION
Location and installation

1. The air curtain can be mounted on any supporting structure that provides a stable and durable
mount.
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2. The most effective use of the curtain is when it is installed above doorways up to 2.2 m high
and when it is installed to protect open window openings up to 1.5 m high.

3. Air curtains can be installed both horizontally with the air outlet grille looking down, and in a
vertical position (except for the WT1 3M model), where the control panel of the device or the
control cable must be in the upper part.

NOTE:
When operating the air curtain in vertical position, its life time can be reduced.

4. The curtain must be installed as close to the upper side of the opening as possible,
maintaining a distance of at least 50 mm between the upper side of the device body and the
ceiling.

5. To obtain maximum efficiency, the opening width should be less than or equal to the width of
the air outflow of the device.

6. In wide openings, the curtains must be installed one after other so that the entire width of the
opening overlaps.

7. There are special mounting holes for mounting the air curtain on the back side of its body. The
curtain is hung on pre-mounted fasteners in the wall with these openings.

Screws or bolts with hat diameter of 9-12 mm are recommended as fasteners (not supplied). The
installation dimensions of the curtain are shown in table 2.

Electrical connection

1. Before connecting the curtain to the mains, make sure that the parameters of the power
supply at the connection point correspond to the parameters indicated on the rating label with
the technical data of the device.

2. Connection the curtain to the electrical network should be carried out only by qualified
specialists in accordance with "Rules for the installation of electrical devices" and "Safety Rules
for the operation of electrical devices operating at voltages up to 1000V ~."

3. Before connecting the curtain, make sure that the curtain is properly grounded. Proper
grounding is important to minimize electric shock and fire danger.

ATTENTION!
All work on connecting the air curtain should be done only with a complete removal of the supply
voltage.

THC WT1 3M, THC WT1 5M models

1. The air curtain is designed to be connected to an alternating current electric network with a
single-phase voltage of 220V ~ (allowable voltage fluctuations from 198V~ to 242V~) and an
earth loop.

2. To connect to the electric network, the air curtain is equipped with a power cord with a plug.

3. To connect the air curtain to the electrical network, insert the plug of the power cord into a
socket with a grounding wire.

ATTENTION!

1. The electrical outlet must be enough for rated current of at least 16A, and the electrical wire
supplied to the outlet from the ?ower board must have a core section of at least 1.5 mm?2 for
copper wire and at least 2.5 mm?# for aluminum wires.

2. A circuit breaker designed for rated current of 16A must be installed in the power panel to
protect the wiring from overloads.

THC WT1 6M, THC WT1 9M models

1. The curtain is designed to be permanently connected to an alternating current electric network
with a three-phase voltage of 380V ~ (allowable voltage fluctuations from 342V~ to 418V~) and
an earth loop.

2. Before connecting the curtain to the electrical network, it is necessary to install an external
control panel connected at the factory. To do this, it is necessary to:

- unscrew the screw on the control panel;

- remove the top cover and remote control panel;

- mount the remote control on the wall;
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- install the panel and the top cover (instructions for installing the remote control and mounting kit
are included).

3. To connect the air curtain to the electrical network, remove the cover on the upper side of the
housing, insert a power cable and connect it to the terminal block of the curtain in accordance
with the marking.

ATTENTION!

1. The electric wire connected to the outlet from the power board must have a core cross section
of at least 1.5 mm? (for copper wire).

2. A three-phase circuit breaker designed for a rated current of 16A must be installed in the
power panel to protect the wiring from overloads.

THC WT1 12M, THC WT1 18M, THC WT1 24M models

1. The curtain is designed to be permanently connected to an alternating current electric network
with a three-phase voltage of 380V ~ (allowable voltage fluctuations from 342V ~ to 418V ~) and
a ground loop.

2. Before connecting the curtain to the electrical network, it is necessary to install an external
control panel connected at the factory. To do this it is necessary to:

- unscrew the screw on the control panel,

- remove the top cover and remote control panel,

- mount the remote control on the wall,

- Install the panel and the top cover (instructions for installing the remote control and mounting
kit are included).

3. To connect the curtain to the mains, remove the perforated curtain cover, insert the power
cable and connect it to the terminal block of the curtain in accordance with the marking.
