Installation

1. The water heater should be installed
on a solid wall. The wall on which the
electric water heater is to be installed
must be capable of supporting at least
twice the weight of the water heater
when fully filled with water, and the
wall must be free of cracks and other
damage. Otherwise, it is necessary
to take measures to strengthen the
fastening or install the water heater on
a special support.

Mounting

1. Determine the points for the bolt
holes (determined according to the
specification of the instrument you have
chosen).

Service

1. Check the electrical plug and socket
as often as possible. Reliable electrical
contact must be ensured, as well as
proper grounding. The plug and socket
must not become excessively hot.

2. If the water heater is not used for a long
time, especially in regions with low air
temperature (below 0°C), to prevent
damage to the water heater (due to freezing
of water in the internal tank), the water from
the heater should be drained.

3. To ensure reliable operation of the water
heater for a long time and maintain
warranty obligations, it is recommended
that regular maintenance by specialists
of authorized service centers s
recommended, during which the internal
tank is cleaned, salt deposits are removed
from the electrical heating elements of
the water heater, and the condition of
the magnesium anode is checked, in case
consumption of half or more is replaced.
The frequency of maintenance of the
water heater depends on the hardness of
the water in the area. Possible intervals
from 3 months to a year.

The frequency of cleaning the tank depends
on the hardness of the water.
