» The installation of electrical equipment
for connecting the product must be car-
ried out by qualified specialists in elec-
trical installation and plumbing work.

» The voltage fluctuation in the electrical
network should not exceed * 10%.

» Do not repair or disassemble the prod-
uct yourself.

Electrical safety

» All electrical connections must be in a
flood-proof location.

» Unsuitable extension cords can be haz-
ardous.

Safety instructions for working
with the pump

» Any use of the pump in violation of the
rules of ego operation is considered
improper use. Damage resulting from use
for other purposes is solely the responsi-
bility of the user.

» The pump is not intended for profes-
sional or industrial use. Long-term con-
tinuous use is not allowed.

» Unauthorized modifications to the pump
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design, as well as the use of parts that
have not passed the tests and are not
approved for use by the manufacturer,
are prohibited.

» It is forbidden to pump explosive, flam-
mable, corrosive or health hazardous
substances, as well as water containing
mechanical impurities in the form of
sand, stones, etc.

» The pump is not suitable for pumping
chlorine-containing water in swimming
pools.

» Not recommended for pumping drink-
ing water.

» When starting the pump for the first
time, ensure that it is completely filled
with water. it is not allowed to operate
the pump without water consumption.

» Air entering the suction line is not al-
lowed.

» To avoid freezing, the water must be
completely drained from the pump and
from the suction and pressure lines.

Automatic water pump station is designed
to provide constant pressure of clean water
when arranging water supply systems, water-
ing lawns and irrigating garden plots, as well
as for pumping water from tanks or reservoirs.
The design of the pumping station (full auto-
mation, rare activation, supply of water under
pressure) allows the pumping station to be
used as an economical, maintenance-free
source of constant water pressure. Large
intake depth, water supply height and high
performance ensure the versatility of this
pumping station for any country house.

Recommendations for use

During operation, in order to avoid an acci-
dent, it is recommended to check from time
to time the maximum head and power con-
sumption. A decrease in the maximum head
indicates wear, and an increase in energy
consumption indicates the presence of me-
chanical friction in the pumping station.
Check the air pressure in the accumulator
monthly through the pneumatic valve with an
ordinary car pressure gauge.

Before this, you should disconnect the station
pump from the network and drain the water
from the pressure line.

If the mains voltage goes beyond the permis-
sible limits of 220V + 10% or the fluctuation in
the voltage level is of a prolonged nature, the
pump performance will not correspond to the
declared one. In this case, it is recommended
to use a mains voltage stabilizer to power the

pump.
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Preparation for work

Before first use or after long-term storage,

check the air pressure in the tank:

» Check nipple pressure. The pressure
should be 1.5 + 5% of the atmosphere;

» If the pressure is insufficient, increase it; if
it is increased, release it.

Note! If the pressure does not match the

specified value, the tank diaphragm may fail.

This malfunction is not covered by the war-

ranty.

Place the station on a flat horizontal surface

and secure through the holes in the supports.

Install (if not installed) high pressure hose.

Assemble the inlet and outlet ducts.

Connect the suction pipe to the inlet, immerse

the pipe in water at a depth of at least 2 m (the

distance to the bottom must be at least 0.5 m).

Suction line connection

Attention! The suction line (1) must be in-
stalled in such a way that it does not exert any
mechanical stress or stress on the pump.
Attention! Use a suction filter to protect the
pump from sand and dirt.

Attention! To prevent water from flowing out
of the turned off pump, it is imperative to in-
stall a check valve 2 (not included in the deliv-
ery set) on the suction pipe.

All threaded connections must be sealed with
sealing tape. Air is sucked in through leaks,
as a result of which water absorption decreas-
es or stops.

The suction line must have an inner diameter
of at least 1 ”(25mm). It must be resistant to
creases and vacuum.

The suction line must be so short. as much as
possible, since the supply power decreases
with increasing line length.

The suction line must constantly rise towards

the pump in order to prevent air pockets from

forming.

A sufficient water supply must be ensured and

the end of the suction line must always be

submerged.

Discharge line connection

Attention! The discharge line must be in-

stalled in such a way that it does not exert any

mechanical stress or stress on the pump.

All threaded connections must be sealed with

sealing tape to prevent water leakage.

All parts of the pressure pipeline must be able

to withstand the pressure; they are installed

by qualified specialists.

Danger! In the presence of fragile parts and

improper installation, the pressure pipe may

burst during operation. Fluid escaping under
pressure can injure you!

To reduce vibration and noise, the pump must

be connected to the pipeline network using

flexible connecting hoses.

When installing a pressure water supply, take

into account that:

» The pump performance directly depends
on the pressure (water rise). It is not rec-
ommended to use the pump at maximum
head - in this case, the water supply will be
minimal.

» The hydraulic resistance of 10 meters of
the horizontal section of the line equals
approximately 1 meter of lift.

Electrical connection and ground-
|ng

Electrical work, socket installation. fuses
and the connection to the mains power
supply must be done by a qualified electri-
cian.

— The pump may only be connected to a
properly installed, earthed and tested
earthed socket outlet.

F|II|ng with water:

Before starting operation, it is necessary to
fill the pumping part with water.

— Unscrew the cover (8) of the coarse filter
(10).

— Remove the filter cartridge and fill the sys-
tem with water until it fills the pump end
and suction pipe.

— Install the cartridge and screw the cap
back on.
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Running

Before using for the first time after assembly,
open all valves, water taps, nozzles and noz-
zles to ensure that air is released from the
system.

Turn switch 6 to position “I”. The pump will
start (when the tank pressure is below the
pressure switch setting).

Close the shut-off valves in the discharge line
when there is no air in the water flowing out of
the pump.

The pump will build up the required pres-
sure and, after the cut-off pressure has been
reached, it will shut off automatically.

The pump turns on and off automatically - as
the water supply is consumed and when the
tank is filled.

Note! The cut-in and cut-out pressures are
preset at the factory and cannot be changed
in the field. Self-adjusting the pressure can
lead to product failure. If cases of self-adjust-
ment are identified, the product is removed
from the warranty. If necessary, additional ad-
justment should be carried out by a specialist.
by the service center.

A thermal switch is installed at your pumping
station to prevent overheating of the pump
electric motor and its failure.

Note! Periodic shutdown and reclosing of the
station (with constant water consumption) in
the absence of visible malfunctions (extrane-
ous noise, drop in supply pressure, etc.) are
signs that the thermal switch has tripped. This
indicates unfavorable operating conditions:
high temperature of the ambient air or inlet
water; being in direct sunlight; prolonged sig-
nificant water consumption, causing the pump
to run continuously.

At the end of use, turn off the station by mov-
ing the switch (6) to the “0” position. Remove
the plug from the socket.

Before long-term storage of the station, com-
pletely empty the tank and pump from water
by draining the water through the drain hole
(13).

Attention! ALWAYS relieve pressure before
disconnecting hoses by turning on the nearest
valve.

Possible problems and malfunc-

tions

The station does not start:

— There is no mains voltage. Check cable,
plug, connectors, fuse.

— Overheating of the engine due to high
temperature of the pumped liquid. Elim-

inate the cause of overheating and allow
the engine to cool down.

— Overheating of the engine due to
blocked ventilation openings. Eliminate
the cause of overheating and allow the en-
gine to cool down.

— The residual current device has tripped.
Consult a qualified electrician if the residu-
al current device trips again.

— Defective engine. Contact the service
center.

Insufficient pressure generated by the

pumping station:

— There is not enough water in the suc-
tion line. Ensure there is water in the suc-
tion line.

— The suction line is not tight. Check all
seals and connections on the suction line.

— The suction lift is too high. Reduce the
suction lift. The suction head must be sub-
tracted from the head.

— Leakage between pump hydraulics and
motor. Contact the service center.

— The pump is clogged or defective. Flush
the hydraulic end of the pump with clean
water.

— Air in the pump or suction pipe. Fill the
pump with water. If the suction line has a
non-return valve, fill it with water.

— Changed pressure switch settings Con-
tact the service center.

— The suction line rests against the bot-
tom of the tank. Fix or shorten the suction
line.

The pump does not turn off:

— Defective On / Off switch. Contact the
service center.

Maintenance and Cleaning

» All maintenance work must be carried
out with the cable disconnected from
the mains.

During operation, the pumping station does

not require any maintenance.

This model is equipped with a coarse inlet

filter. The condition of this filter should be

checked periodically and cleaned as it gets

dirty.

To do this, unscrew the transparent filter cover

counterclockwise. Take out the filter cartridge

and clean it.

Do not use abrasive materials or aggressive

liquids to clean the filter.

To avoid an accident, it is recommended from

time to time to check the maximum head

and energy consumption, as well as the air
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pressure in the accumulator (for this, turn off
the pump and drain the water from the pres-
sure line). A decrease in the maximum head
indicates wear, while an increase in energy
consumption indicates the presence of me-
chanical friction in the pump.

If you find these or other changes in the oper-
ation of the pump, contact the service center.

Service

» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel and only with origi-
nal replacement parts. This ensures the
safety of the power tool.

Unscrew the drain plug and let the wa-

ter drain out of the pump.

Retighten the drain plug and store the

pump and accessories in a frost-pro-

tected place, at a temperature between

0 and + 35 ° C and a relative humidity of

no more than 80%.

service. Without presenting this certificate, no
claims are accepted. In case of loss or dam-
age, the warranty certificate is not restored.

2. The warranty period for the electric ma-
chine is 12 months from the date of sale,
during the warranty period the service depart-
ment eliminates manufacturing defects and
replaces parts that have failed due to the fault
of the manufacturer free of charge. In the war-
ranty repair, an equivalent operable product
is not provided. Replaceable parts become
property of service providers.

P.I.T is not liable for any damage that may be
caused by operation of the electric machine.
3. Only clean tool accompanied with the
following duly executed documents: this War-
ranty Certificate, Warranty Card, with all fields
filled out, bearing the stamp of the trade orga-
nization and the signature of the buyer, shall
be accepted for warranty repair.

4. Warranty repair is not performed in the fol-
lowing cases:

- damage to the pumping part or its parts as a
result of the pump running dry (without water)
or during prolonged operation with a closed
pressure pipeline.

- in the absence of a Warranty Certificate and
a Warranty Card or their incorrect execution;

- with failure of both a rotor and a stator of the
electric engine, charring or melting of primary
winding of the welding machine transformer,
charging or starting-charging device, with in-
ternal parts melting, burn down of electronic
circuit boards;

- if a Warranty Certificate or a Warranty Card
does not correspond to this electric machine
or to the form established by the supplier;

- upon expiration of the warranty period;

- at attempts of opening or repair of the elec-
tric machine outside the warranty workshop;
making constructive changes and lubrication
of the tool during the warranty period, as ev-
idenced, for example, by the creases on the
spline parts of the fasteners of non-rotational
parts.

- when using electric tools for production or
other purposes connected with making a prof-
it, as well as in case of malfunctions related
to instability of the power network parameters
exceeding the norms established by GOST;

- in the events of improper operation (use the
electric machine for other than intended pur-
poses, attachments to the electric machine of
attachments, accessories, etc. not provided
by the manufacturer);

- with mechanical damage to the case, pow-

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er cord and in case of damages caused by
aggressive agents and high and low tempera-
tures, ingress of foreign objects in the ven-
tilation grids of the electric machine, as well
as in case of damage resulting from improper
storage (corrosion of metal parts);

- natural wear and tear on the parts of the
electric machine, as a result of long-term op-
eration (determined on the basis of the signs
of full or partial depletion of the specified
mean life, great contamination, presence of
rust outside and inside the electric machine,
waste lubricant in the gearbox);

- use of the tool the purposes for other than
specified in the operating instructions.

Preventive maintenance of electric machines

The service life of the product is 3 years. Shelf
life is 2 years. It is not recommended for oper-
ation after 2 years of storage from the date of
manufacture, which is indicated in the serial
number on the label of the instrument, without
preliminary verification (for the definition of the
date of manufacture, see the User’'s Manual
earlier).

The owner is notified of any possible viola-
tions of the above terms of wa rranty service
upon completion of diagnostics in the service
center.

The owner of the tool entrusts the diagnostic
procedure to be conducted in the service cen-
ter in his absence.

Do not operate the electric machine when
there are signs of excessive heat, sparking, or
noise in the gearbox. To determine the cause
of the malfunction, the buyer should contact
the warranty service center.

Malfunctions caused by late replacement of
carbon brushes of the engine are eliminated
at the expense of the buyer.

5. The warranty does not cover:

- replacement accessories (accessories and
