Turn the power selected switch to the "HIGH™ position then turn tharmostat to the
“HIGH" pasition, at this moment, the unit begins working, when the temperature rises
to what you are satisfed with, slowly turn thermostat counter clockwise until the indi-
cating light of the key for power cholce Is out, and the room temperature thus can be
kept constant. If you want to raise or lower the room temperature, you can make
another regulation: Turn the thermostat clockwise to raisa the temperature, or count-
er-chockwise to lower it and you can also turn the power switch to "LOW™ or "MID" posi-
ticn for different power Selecting.

3. After use, turm the power swilch to the "OFF™ position first, then turn the thermostal to
the "OFF” position, and pull out the power supply plug.

4. Cleaning and maintenance.

1) The eleciric heater showld be cleared regularly fo wipe out the dust in the surface of
flanges. As this may result the radiating efficient.

2) Disconnect electricity supply and allow radiator fo cool, wipe out with a soft damp
cloth. Do mol use detergent or abrasives.

3) Do not scrap the surfaces of flanges with sharp hard tools, 1o svold surfaces getting
rusty, because of damage of the paint coat.

CAUTIONS FOR OPERATION

1 Mever usa the unit in places wheare are not even or unstable.

2 Do not insert and pull out the plug with wet hand, as this may cause electrical shock,
Power supply capacity should be encugh.

3. The heater must only be used in the upright position. Never use when the unit is fallen
OWET.

4, The unit should be far away with the object flammable or easy deform during uses.

5. Do not allow smashing the surface with rod or sharp hard tools, as this may cause
deform and get rusty because of damage of paint coat.

6. Unit surface tempearature of the flanges is high, thus do not touch it except handle,
knobs.
