& WARNING Read all safety warnings,
instructions, illustrations and specifications
provided with this power tool.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your
mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-
operated (cordless) power tool.

1) Work area safety

a) Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered
or dark areas invite accidents.

b) Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools
create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

c) Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can cause
you to lose control.

2) Electrical safety

a) Power tool plugs must match the outlet.
Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use
any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded)
power tools.

Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure
the switch is in the off-position before

Carrying power tools with your finger on the
switch or energising power tools that have the
switch on invites accidents.
Remove any adjusting key or wrench bhefore
turning the power tool on. A wrench or a key
left attached to a rotating part of the power tool
may result in personal injury.
Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and
balance at all times. This enables better control
of the power tool in unexpected situations.
Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing
or jewellery. Keep your hair and clothing
away from moving parts. Loose clothes,
jewellery or long hair can be caught in moving
parts.

In this situation, remove and
recharge the Battery.

3. WHY IS THE WORKING TIME OF THE SAME
BATTERY PACK SOMETIMES LONG AND
SOMETIMES SHORT?

As mentioned above, if a battery pack is left unused
for too long, its working time will be shortened.
Such situation will be improved after charging and
using for several times. Under doing heavy work,
such as screwing big screw into hard wood, the
battery power will be consumed very fast. Do not
charge in the environment below 0°C or above 40°C,
which will also affect the performance of the battery
pack.

MAINTENANCE

Be sure to pull out the battery before any
repair work on the machine.

No additional lubrication or special maintenance

is needed for your power tool. Do not use water or
chemical detergent to clean your power tool. Wipe it
with a dry cloth.Tools should be kept in dry environ-
ment and keep the motor vent clean.Try not to use it
in dusty environment.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

1. WHY HAS THE SWITCH BEEN PRESSED

There is a reversing lever at the top of the switch.
When it is in the middle position, the machine will
lock the start-stop switch. Put it where it needs to be
turned and press the button, the machine will start
to rotate.

2. WHY DOES THE ELECTRIC DRILL

STOP RUNNING BEFORE THE SCREW IS
TIGHTENED?

Verify the torque position of the Torque Adjustment
Ring, you can find the Torque Adjustment Ring
between the Chuck and the drill body. Position

1 is the lowest torque (screw driving force) and
position 20 is the highest torque (screw driving
force). Position % is for drill operation. Position |
is for hammer drill operation. Regulate the Torque
Adjustment Ring to a higher position to reach the
best result.
