BEFORE OPERATING

Please read these operating instructions before kettle operating. Before the first
use or in case of long time interruption in operation it is recommended to pour
water to the maximum level mark and bring it to the boiling. Pour off the boiled
water, repeat the procedure twice.

Do not pour cold water only, which will complete boiling, and still very hot kettle.
A large temperature difference can bad affect the materials used in the kettle.
Please wait until the kettle has cooled down a bit.

SAFETY MEASURES

e The kettle operates from power supply; power supply technical characteristics
are specified on the factory marking of device.

e As surface temperature of the kettle can be over 60 °C, do not touch it except
for a handle and buttons.

e Distance between the kettle and other appliances above it must be over 50
cm in order not to be damaged by steam. Avoid close position to other appliances
that are easily distorted due to high temperature.

e The device is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced
physical, sensory or mental ability or if they have no experience or knowledge,
if they are not under control or not instructed on the use of the instrument the
person responsible for their safety.

e Do not leave the appliance unattended when the kettle is plugged in or when
children are around. A power supply cord must not be hung down as children can
pull it, throw the kettle and get burnt.

e Toavoidthe danger, if the power cord has been damaged, it should be replaced
by the manufacturer, its agent or similar qualified person.

e The kettle must be used only upright. Never use it on uneven and non-heat-
resistant surface.

e Use a separate socket for the kettle.

e In case of connecting the device never use the electrical extension cord.

e |n order to avoid a fire or electric shock:

- do not scrape the body of the kettle;

- do not expose the electric part of the kettle and control panel to rain or water
exposure;
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- do not submerge the kettle into water or other liquid;

- KEEP THE APPLIANCE PLUGGED OUT IF IT IS NOT USED, THE DEVICE IS
DANGEROUS EVEN IF IT IS UNPLUGGED;

- do not cover the kettle;

- do not use the kettle in wet places;

- donotpluginthe kettle if there is water on its base’s surface or on the control
panel;

- donot plug in and plug out by wet hands;

- donotallow overheating of a plug; it must be fully and tightly put into a socket;
- do not the kettle if a power supply cord is damaged or soaked;

- plugoutthe kettle before cleaning and wait until it has cooled down completely
after use;

- never pull a power supply cord to switch off the appliance, just pull carefully a
plug from an outlet;

- keep the appliance in a dry and cool place.

e The device is designed for indoor use, exclusively for domestic use. Do not
use the appliance for professional purposes.

e |n case of any work failure, please, apply to the nearest maintenance center
with a warrantee certificate. Never fix problems by yourself.

e Don’t arrange kettle near sources, such as: heating radiators, gas stoves,
or at places exposed to direct sun rays, excessive dust, mechanical vibration or
impact loads.

e |n case of transportation under the reduced temperature conditions do not
plug in the kettle less than two hours of its storage in warm place.

e Don’t use any reactive liquids (gasoline, kerosene, alcohol, different solvents)
for appliance cleaning.

e Any errors in storage, transportation and use of the device are not covered by
the warranty.

OPERATION

1. Arrange kettle with the base unit at flat dry heat-resistant surface as close to
the socket as possible.

2. Make sure the kettle is switched off and then plug it in.

3. Fillthe kettle with water through the top open, click the bottom on the handle.
Water volume shall be not less than 0.5 |, but not more than the volume marked
at the scale as «<MAX».

4. Tightly close the top of the kettle otherwise the kettle won't switch off when
boiling.

5. LED-display will show the real-time temperature of water in the kettle after
placing the kettle on the base. The kettle goes into standby mode if it stay on the
stand for a long time, then press the power button to turn the kettle on..

6. You can select the required temperature mode (40, 70, 80, 90 C°), press the
appropriate button on the control panel.

Milk (in a bottle) (40 °C) Honey tea (70 °C)
Green tea (80 °C) Coffee (90 °C)

7. The kettle will start working and the display will show a gradual increase in
water temperature during all the process of heating the water.

8. If you plan to boil the water then you should press the button that
corresponds to simple boiling (temperature 100 C°).

9. After the water reaches the temperature you have chosen, or after boiling,
the kettle will automatically turn off, and a special sound signal will sound 2
times.
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10. In addition to the preset temperature modes, this model has a manual mode:
for this you need to use and (=D buttons on the control panel. This setting
allows you to select any temperature from 40 to 100 °C in steps of 5 °C.

11.If you want to use the temperature maintenance function, you need to
activate the <cKEEP WARM» mode. Press the button (38 once immediately after
you press the boiling button C®D. A sound signal will sound and the button
will start flashing which indicates that this function is active. Please note that
after selecting any preset temperature mode or after setting the temperature
in manual mode the kettle will automatically switch to the water temperature
maintenance mode. The operating time of this function is 2 hours, after which
this function will turn off and the kettle will go into standby mode, the water will
cool down to room temperature, the button (3550 backlight will turn off. During the
operation of this function, the kettle will periodically turn on for a short time. You
can turn off this function by pressing the flashing button (380 while it is active.
12. The indicator light will be bright (setup mode) when the appliance is connected
to the power supply recently. if no operation is performed for 1 minute the kettle
will automatically enter the standby state. The power button light will be changed
into the breathing light (in the standby state, only press the power button is
effective, other keys are inactive, and enter the setting state; To switch function,
you need to press the power button again to switch to the setting interface; Under
the setting interface, press it for 5 seconds and the kettle will enter the standby
state).

13. Memory Function: no need to set the kettle up each time you need a fresh
cup. Ifyou lift the kettle up and set it back down within 8 times it will automatically
go back to maintaining the temperature you set.

14. To protect against overheating, an automatic safety switch is provided, which
will work if the kettle is turned on with insufficient quantity of water. Always make
sure that the water inside the kettle covers the minimum water mark. If the fuse
has tripped, turn off the kettle, unplug and let the kettle cool for 5-10 minutes.
Refill the kettle with water and turn on the appliance, the kettle will work normally.
15. Don’t open the top in the process of boiling and immediately after in order to
avoid thermal injury.

NOTES

1. Never fill the kettle with any liquid except water.

2. Be money-saving: don’t boil more water than you need. This will reduce power
consumption and increase the operating life of the kettle.

3. Condensate may appear in the kettle in the course of operation.

4. Never heat the kettle on gas or electric stove.

5. The kettle shall be used only with the base completed with the supply.
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6. The manufacturer reserves the right to make additional change in the kettle.
7. Additional changes may be made to the design of the kettle. You can download
current operating instructions with all changes from the manufacturer’s website.

CLEANING AND CARE

e Thekettle mustbe cleaned regularlyin orderto remove calciferous sediments.
A bulk of sediments on a heating element can cause a breakage of the kettle.

e Plug out the kettle and let it cool down, then clean it with a wet cloth using
soda. Do not use reactive and abrasive detergents as they can damage a surface
of the kettle.

e Do not use tools when cleaning the kettle.

e To prevent calciferous sediments getting to your cup the kettle is equipped
with a filter that must be regularly washed with water. The sediment appeared
due to lime water boiling inside of the kettle is not harmful.

e The kettle must be thoroughly washed after cleaning.

e Never put the device into water or another liquid.
