position (lock).

1. Press the unlock button (12) of the battery (11) and
remove it from the battery mount (10).

8.2 Inserting the tool attachment (15/ 16/ 17/ 18/
19) (Fig. 1, 3)

A CAUTION

Keep your hands away from the tool attachment when

the product is in operation.

Note:
Clean the shaft of the tool attachment and grease it
lightly.

Note:

The dust cap (2) largely prevents drilling dust from en-
tering the tool receiver during operation. When insert-
ing the tool attachment*, take care not to damage the
dust cap (2).

A damaged dust cap must be replaced immediately. It
is recommended to have this done by a service centre.
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1. Pull the locking sleeve (3) backwards to unlock the
SDS-Plus tool receiver (1).

2. Insert the tool attachment (15/ 16/ 17/ 18/ 19) into
the SDS-Plus tool receiver (1) by turning it.

3. Release the locking sleeve (3).

4. Check that the tool attachment (15/ 16/ 17/ 18/ 19)
is firmly seated by pulling on it.
The tool attachment (15/ 16/ 17/ 18/ 19) has some
radial play due to the system.

8.3 Removing the tool attachment (15/ 16/ 17/ 18/
19) (Fig. 1, 3)
1. Pull the locking sleeve (3) backwards and remove
the tool attachment (15/ 16/ 17/ 18/ 19).

8.4 Fitting the depth stop (4) (Fig. 1)

1. Slide the depth stop (4) into the small opening on
the additional handle (13). The teeth on the depth
stop (4) should point downwards.

2. Position the depth stop (4) so that the distance be-
tween the tip of the tool attachment (15/ 16/ 17/
18/19) and the tip of the depth stop (4) corresponds
to the desired drilling depth.

3. Tighten the depth stop locking screw (5) to deter-
mine the depth stop (4).

9. Operation

2. Turn the tool attachment* in the SDS-Plus tool re-
ceiver (1) to the required position.

3. Select the symbol for the chisel operation with the
mode selector switch (6) T.

9.2 Adjusting the direction of rotation (Fig. 1)

A ATTENTION

The direction of rotation switch may only be actuated
when idle.

With the direction of rotation switch, you can select
the direction of rotation of the product (clockwise or
anti-clock-wise) and secure the product from being
switched on unintentionally. The arrow on the direction
of rotation switch indicates the working direction.

1. Wait until the product has come to a standstill.
2. Push the direction of rotation switch (7) to the de-
sired position:
- Clockwise rotation: Press the direction of ro-
tation switch to the right.
- Anti-clockwise rotation: Press the direction
of rotation switch to the left.

9.3 On/Off switch (8) (Fig. 1)

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9.3.1 LED work lamp (14) (Fig. 1)

1. The LED work lamp (14) lights up automatically as
soon as the product is switched on.

9.4 Testrun (Fig. 1)

Before the first work and after each tool attachment

change, carry out a test run without load. Switch off

the product immediately if the tool attachment runs out

of round, there is considerable vibration or abnormal

noises are heard.

1. Before operation, check whether the tool attach-
ment is properly attached, i.e. centred in the lock-
ing sleeve (3).

9.5 Setting the speed (Fig. 1)

Note:

The speed can be steplessly controlled by the on/off

switch. The further you press the on/off switch, the

higher the speed.

1. Apply light pressure to the on/of switch (8). This
ensures a low speed. Applying more pressure to
the on/off switch (8) increases the speed.

Note:
The integrated motor brake ensures a quick standstill.

9.6 Assembling/removing the additional handle
(13) (Fig. 1)

A ATTENTION

Only use the product with the additional handle fitted.

Assembling the additional handle

Note:

The additional handle can be rotated 360° on the prod-

uct and can be moved to any desired/needed position.

1. Turn the handle of the additional handle (13) anti
clockwise.

Slide the additional handle (13) behind the locking
sleeve (3). Position the additional handle (13) in
the recessed area.

Turn the handle of the additional handle (13) clock-
wise to tighten it.

Removing the additional handle
