4. Proper use

The product is intended for screwing in and unscrewing
screws, as well as tightening and undoing nuts. The
power of the motor is converted into even rotary strikes
with the rotary strike function of the product. The strik-
ing mechanism engages when tightening and undoing.
The product may only be used in the intended man-
ner. Any use beyond this is improper. The user, not the
manufacturer, is responsible for damages or injuries of
any type resulting from this.

An element of the intended use is also the observance
of the safety instructions, as well as the assembly in-
structions and operating information in the operating
manual.

Persons who operate and maintain the product must be
familiar with the manual and must be informed about
potential dangers.

8. Operation

The cordless impact screwdriver has a clockwise/anti-
clockwise rotation, a % inch square bit holder and an
LED work light.

Please refer to the following descriptions for the func-
tion of the operating parts.

Remove the battery from the power tool before carry-
ing out any work on the power tool (e.g. maintenance,
tool change, etc.) and when transporting and storing it.

8.1 Mounting the belt clip (9)

1. During work breaks, the product can be hooked
onto the belt with the integrated belt clip (9).

2. Screw the belt clip (9) with the screw (10) to the
right or left screw-on point on the product, as re-
quired. Use a Phillips screwdriver for this (not in-
cluded in the scope of delivery).

Note:

Make sure that the product is switched off and secured

against being switched on.

8.2 Inserting/removing the battery (3) into/from
the battery mount (4) (Fig. 2)
Inserting the battery
1. Put the rotational direction switch (2) in the middle
position (lock).
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2. Push the battery (3) into the battery mount (4). The
battery (3) clicks into place audibly.

Removing the battery
1. Press the unlock button (5) of the battery (3) and
remove it from the battery mount (4).

8.3 Add/remove insert tool

A CAUTION

Keep your hands away from the tool attachment when
the product is in operation.

1. Insert the required socket (11) into the 2 inch
square socket (1).

2. To remove, pull the socket (11) from the % inch
square socket (1).

Note:

A ATTENTION

Only use sockets, that are suitable for impact screw-

drivers. Always choose the right size sockets for nuts

and bolts.

8.4 Testrun

Note:

Before the first work and after each tool attachment

change, carry out a test run without load. Switch off

the product immediately if the tool attachment runs out

of round, there is considerable vibration or abnormal

noises are heard.

1. Before operation, check that the insert tool is
correctly fitted, i.e. centred on the % inch square
holder (1).

8.5 Setdirection of rotation

A ATTENTION

The direction of rotation switch may only be actuated
when idle.

With the direction of rotation switch, you can select
the direction of rotation of the product (clockwise or
anti-clockwise) and secure the product from being
switched on unintentionally. The arrow on the direction
of rotation switch indicates the working direction.
1. Wait until the product has come to a standstill.
2. Push the direction of rotation switch (2) to the de-
sired position:
Clockwise rotation: For screwing in screws
and nuts. Press the direction of rotation switch
on the right, with the arrow pointing forwards.
Anti-clockwise rotation: For undoing screws
and nuts.

Press the direction of rotation switch on the left,
with the arrow pointing backwards.
3. Switch lock: Put the direction of rotation switch in
the centre position.
Note:
In counterclockwise rotation, the product is equipped
with a quick-stop function (after 0.15 seconds). This
function is particularly useful when loosening wheel
bolts.

8.6 On/Off switch (7) (Fig. 1)

1. To switch on the product, push the on/off switch (7).

2. To switch off, release the on/off switch (7).
If you put the direction of rotation switch (2) in the
centre position, the product is secured from being
switched on.

8.6.1 LED work lamp (8)
This product is equipped with an LED work lamp to illu-
minate the immediate work area and improve visibility
in poorly lit environments.

A CAUTION

Do not look directly into the LED work lamp or the light

source.

1. The LED work lamp (8) lights up automatically as
soon as the product is switched on.

Note:
The LED work lamp remains lit up for approx. 10 sec-
onds after the product is switched off.

8.6.2 Applying the belt clip (9)

1. During work breaks, the product can be hooked
onto the belt with the integrated belt clip (9).

Note:

Make sure that the product is switched off and secured

against being switched on.

8.7 Set speed/tightening torque

1. Apply light pressure to the on/of switch (8). This
ensures a low speed/tightening torque. Applying
more pressure to the on/off switch (8) increases
the speed/ tightening torque.

Note:

The tightening torque is dependent on the chosen

speed and the impact duration.

A ATTENTION
The actual tightening torque achieved must always be
checked with a torque wrench!
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8.8 Setting the screw mode (Fig. 1)
The function selector switch (MODE) (6) can be used to
set the screwing mode on the product.

8.8.1 Screwing in screws

1. Set the direction of rotation switch (2) to the clock-
wise position.

2. Press the on/off switch (7) to start the product.

3. The respective working mode can be read via the
LED next to the function selector switch (MODE)
(6). To change the working mode, press the func-
tion selector switch (MODE) (6).

« LED stage "2: Low speed, high torque.

+ LED stage "2: High speed, low torque.

* LED on: The product runs until the on/off switch (7)
is released again.

8.8.2 Loosening screws

1. Set the direction of rotation switch (2) to the anti
clockwise position.

2. Press the on/off switch (7) to activate the product.

3. The respective working mode can be read via the
LED next to the function selector switch (MODE)
(6). To change the working mode, press the func-
tion selector switch (MODE) (6):

* Quickstop LED lights up €: Quickstop mode is active.
After 0.15 seconds, the product stops automatically.
This mode helps to prevent the screw to be loosened
from falling. The product stops automatically after the
screw/nut has been sufficiently loosened.

+ LED off: The product runs until the on/off switch (7)
is released again.

Undoing
+ If the screws/nuts are very tight or rusted, they must
be “loosened” with a wheel brace* or torque wrench*

Tightening

A ATTENTION

The cordless impact screwdriver should only be used
for undoing screws/nuts. However, if screws/nuts are
to be tightened with the impact screwdriver, a torque
limiter* designed for this purpose must be used as this
may otherwise damage the screw connection.
