8.2 Insert SDS-Plus twist drill (14) and quick-ac-
tion drill chuck (12) (Fig. 1, 3)

tion drill chuck and grease it lightly. Use drill bit grease
for this.

When insert-
ing an SDS-Plus twist drill (14) or the quick-action drill
chuck (12), ensure that the dust protection cap (2) is
not damaged.

9.2 Adjusting the direction of rotation (Fig. 1)

The direction of rotation switch may only be actuated
when idle.

With the direction of rotation switch, you can select
the direction of rotation of the product (clockwise or
anti-clockwise) and secure the product from being
switched on unintentionally. The arrow on the direction
of rotation switch indicates the working direction.

9.3.1 LED work lamp (11) (Fig. 1)

This product is equipped with an LED work lamp to illu-
minate the immediate work area and improve visibility
in poorly lit environments.

9.4 Testrun (Fig. 1)

1. Before operation, check whether the tool attach-
ment is properly attached, i.e. centred in the lock-
ing sleeve (3).

9.5 Setting the speed (Fig. 1)

Note:

The speed can be steplessly controlled by the on/off

switch. The further you press the on/off switch, the

higher the speed.

1. Apply light pressure to the on/of switch (6). This
ensures a low speed. Applying more pressure to
the on/ off switch (6) increases the speed.

Note:
The integrated motor brake ensures a quick standstill.

10. Cleaning and maintenance
