The cordless drill with 2-gear transmission has a 25+1
level torque adjustment, clockwise/anticlockwise rota-
tion, quick-release chuck and an LED work lamp.

For the assertion of warranty claims, the following

applies:

1. The warranty conditions govern our additional
manufacturer warranty services for purchasers

statutory warranty claims are not affected by this
warranty.

2. The manufacturer's warranty only covers de-
fects in a new product purchased by you that are
due to a material or manufacturing defect.
