3. Before replacing power head, refer to this manual to
ensure you have the proper filters installed for the
cleaning operation.

INSTALLING THE FOAM FILTER (Fig. B)

1. Installing the foam filter (12 will help to protect the motor
and minimize the potential for misting that may appear
in the exhaust air or dripping of liquid around the lid.

INSTALLING THE REUSABLE FILTER (Fig. B)

2. The reusable filter (13 must always be in correct position
to reduce the risk of leaks and possible damage to vac.
Make sure that the reusable filter is completely covering
the filter cage. Attach the clamp ring and press it down to
lock this reusable filter. Make sure there are no gaps
between the reusable filter and the lid. It is very important
to assemble the reusable filter to the cage without any
possible leaks or tears. Any leaks will allow the picked up
debris to be blown out of the blower port and back into
the surrounding environment.

3. When using the vac to pick up fine dust, it will be
necessary to empty the dust tank and clean or replace
the filter at more frequent intervals to maintain peak vac
performance.

FILTER CARE

The filters included with this vacuum are long life filters.
To be effective in minimizing dust recirculation, the
filters MUST be installed correctly and in good condition.
A WARNING: Appropriate personal protective
equipment like dust mask and gloves should be used
while handling the filters.

NOTE: Use care to not damage filter material. If there is
any doubt on the condition of the filters they MUST be
replaced. DO NOT continue use if filters are damaged.
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A WARNING: Never use compressed air or a brush

to clean filters, otherwise damage to the filter membrane
will occur which will allow dust to pass through the filter.
If needed, gently tap against a hard surface or rinse with
room temperature water and let air dry. Cleaning of the
filters is typically unnecessary, even if the filter is covered
with dust.

If visual damage to the filter membrane exists, replace
filters. Filters typically last between six and twelve
months depending on use and care.

STORAGE

1. Empty dust tank, refer to TO EMPTY DUST TANK
instructions.
