UNPACKING & SETUP SUMMARY (Fig. A—C)

1. Pull lid latches in an outward motion, remove power
head and some accessories that may have heen
shipped in the tank.

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of injury, turn
appliance off and disconnect appliance from power
source hefore installing and removing accessories,
before adjusting or changing set-ups or when making
repairs.

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FILTER CARE

The filters included with this vacuum are long life filters.
To be effective in minimizing dust recirculation, the
filters MUST be installed correctly and in good condition.
A WARNING: Appropriate personal protective
equipment like dust mask and gloves should be used
while handling the filters.

UNLOAD/CHANGE THE CARTRIDGE FILTER (Fig. D)
1. To remove the filter for cleaning, turn the filter knob

counter clockwise till feel the tactile and auditory
cue, and make sure the knob arrow align with the
"Unlock” icon on the filter cap, then slide the
cartridge filter (13 off the lid cage. then grasp the
step of knob tightly with fingers to pull the cartridge
filter (13 out off the cage.

2. To clean the cartridge filter (13, shake or brush off
excess dirt or rinse with water, dry completely and
re-install.

NOTE: Use care to not damage filter material. If there is
any doubt on the condition of the filters they MUST be
replaced. DO NOT continue use if filters are damaged.

A WARNING: Never use compressed air or a brush

to clean filters, otherwise damage to the filter membrane
will occur which will allow dust to pass through the filter.
If needed, gently tap against a hard surface or rinse with
room temperature water and let air dry.
