ASSEMBLY (Fig. B)

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of injury, turn appliance
off and disconnect appliance from power source before
installing and removing accessories, before adjusting or
changing set-ups or when making repairs.

CASTER INSTALLATION (Fig. B)

You will know that the float has shut
the airflow off because the suction ceases and the motor
noise hecomes higher in pitch due to increased motor
speed. The liquid capacity may vary with the rate of pickup.
IMPORTANT!

To reduce the risk of damage to the vac, do not run motor
with float in raised position.

NOTICE:

IF ACCIDENTALLY TIPPED OVER, THE VACUUM COULD

SHUT DOWN/TRANSPORTATION
